If your laptop is properly 

equipped, it will recognize 

the wireless network and 

you’ll see a message in the 

lower right of your screen 

indicating a successful con-

nection.  Once you see that 

message, open a web browser 

and a log-in page will dis-

play.  Enter your NPCUID 

and you’ll be able to browse 

the web.  Wireless network-

ing is limited to SUNY New 

Paltz students, faculty, and 

staff and does not permit

As a result of the recent upgrade of the online library catalog, students are no longer required to enter their Lib # 
from their SUNY cards to renew books or view their personal information. They can use their NPCUID instead. 

course reserves.   Many re-

spondents used the catalog to 

view checked out/overdue 

items and online renewal 

(71% and 63%).  47% used it 

to place an item on hold.  At 

20%, the “basket” feature 

was the least utilized.  Fi-

nally, an overwhelming ma-

jority (89%) are using the 

catalog the same or more of-

ten than they did a year ago.
